It was a windy Sunday 
afternoon when our heroine 
(let’s call her Ang) noticed a 
green turtle with some obvious 
buoyancy issues. Quick 
thinking Ang identified who 
to call. Bugger! What’s his 
number? Fear not - capable 
Kyls knows the way and the 
tall bloke (TTB) from The 
Shack is up for the challenge. 

Borrowing oyster proof shoes 
that he can wedge his ski-like 
feet into, TTB clambers across 
the submerged oyster-laden 
rocks and lunges to capture the 
flailing creature. Another lurch 
and the turtle is snuggled into 
TTB’s chest slapping his face 
all the while. 

With tracking device on his 
back and a sticker saying “If 
found call Taronga Zoo “ the 
future was clear. All we had 

to do was get him back to the 
zoo (after an overnight stay on 
the island) and the turtle was 
bound to be okay. Right? 

Unfortunately not. 

You see, the turtle had been 
involved in a boating accident 
over a year ago and about 
one third of his shell has been 
repaired by the zoo with trusty 
fibreglass. He had also lost a 
hind flipper but this wasn’t the 
problem. These injuries had 
made him susceptible to other 
ailments. This 30+kg turtle 
had taken on excessive fluid 
into its body cavities and tissue 
(edematose) and was not going 
to be able to survive long term 
in the wild. Re-release was not 
viable. 

On the positive side of things 
the autopsy conducted by the 

zoo showed that his belly was 
full of sea grass. See where this 
is going? Turtle’s are hanging 
out and feeding on our sea 
grass beds (like the one off 
Bradley’s). This is the second 
turtle in under 2 years that TTB 
has pulled out of the river. 

Whether you see them or 
not, we share this river with 
beautiful creatures. Turtles are 
susceptible to collision and 
propeller injuries especially 
in shallow waters where they 
don’t have somewhere to run 
(dive) and hide. Whilst there is 
nothing to say that he was hit 
by a boat here, this serves as a 
reminder for those of us who 
drive motor boats that where 
and how we drive can have 
unintended consequences.

The local firies had done a great job over the past 10 days but w
ere 

now
 exhausted. W

ere tasked to night shift in crew

s of 2 per 
truck to provide a m

opping up action. This involves continually 
stopping along a sector of the perim

eter of the fire, running out 
hoses and putting out any signs of fire from

 the previous days 
back-burning efforts; a fairly tedious job, but essential in avoiding 
the fire escaping the perim

eter.

arri and Jarrah tall tim
ber forest. 

These trees reach up to 80m
