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APPENDIX - Briefing Notes for Councillor Nathan Tilbury (13 February 2016)

1.

GARBAGE SERVICES

Due to WHS concerns raised by Council s
the garbage service provided to Dangar Island residents.

The new service would employ wheelie bins, as is the case for the remainder of the
shire.

A small garbage truck would be used to pick up the wheelie bins rather than the
contractors lifting the existing bins by hand.

The introduction of a small garbage truck requires a small number of upgrades to
Riverview Road.

Specialist consultant engaged to assess the road to allow passage of new vehicle. The
consultant recommended an upgrade to retaining walls and drainage structures to
accommodate the heavier vehicle.

Retaining walls are to be reconstructed using rock filled gabion baskets. For safety
reasons this operation requires closure of the road to both vehicular and pedestrian
traffic during working hours.

First retaining wall to be completed shortly. Further wall and road widening to be
completed by the end of February, weather permitting.

Drainage line reconstruction has commenced and is due for completion by end of
February. Pedestrian and vehicular traffic can be permitted most of time.

Completion of the wall and drainage work will permit the introduction of the new
garbage service.

Consultation/information sessions will be scheduled once the roadworks are
completed.

Consultation will take into account site specific issues such as wharves, and storage of
bins.

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2. DANGAR ISLAND WHARF UPGRADE

. Design for the wharf upgrade was prepared. Some issues arose with sections of the
community that could not be easily resolved.

. There might be concerns that the location of the pontoon would facilitate an opportunity
for residents to construct a commuter berthing structure.

. To resolve these issues Council has undertaken a peer review of the engineering
design and will shortly commence a facilitated community consultation program.

. A specialist consultant peer review is planned to be completed by mid February.

. A specialist consultant has also been appointed to facilitate community consultation on

the issue. The completion of the peer review is required before the consultation
process can commence. It is planned to commence consultation in early March and
have it completed by mid April.

. The completion of this process should hopefully allow the construction of the new
pontoon to proceed and have it meet the commur
. Residents would be required to obtain approval for and fund the construction of a

commuter berthing proposal.

3. MIGRATORY BIRD INFORMATION STATION
o Council’'™s Natural Resources Section prepared t
. Council engaged specialist trades to prepare its components. The station has now

been constructed near the entrance to the public wharf waiting shed. Some minor
paving works are required to complete the station and these schedules for completion
by the end of February.

4, HERITAGE SEAWALL
. The sandstone seawall adjacent to the public wharf has deteriorated in recent times
and required restoration.
. Council arranged for a specialist stone mason to undertake the necessary

refurbishment work. This work has now been completed. Monitoring of the seawall will
be continued to ensure it remains in good condition.

5. PLAYGROUND UPGRADE
o The playground on Dangar Island is scheduled to be upgraded from the first week of
March. The community has been extensively consulted on the design and scope of
the work, which includes replacing the play equipment, undersurfacing, picnic tables
and minor landscaping.
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6. GRANTHAM CRESCENT RESURFACING

. Sydney Water restored all the Island roads at the conclusion of sewage scheme
construction. As part of these works, it was proposed to seal Grantham Crescent to 2.5
to 3.0m wide. Due to community objections this sealing width was reduced to a footpath
width with the remaining area sheeted with crushed sandstone.

. Itis likely that the sandstone area requires a re-sheet due to wear and tear, particularly
near the sealed pathway. Also the lower section of Grantham that connects to Baroona
Street may also require re-sheeting with crushed sandstone.

o Council has a crew on Riverview Avenue currently and an assessment of re-sheeting
could be done now and re-sheeting undertaken in conjunction with the Riverview
Avenue works, if it is considered necessary.

7. LAWN MAINTENANCE
o Recently Council changed the contract service provider for the lawn maintenance and
regrettably during this change over period the time between services was longer than
normal. Itis noted that during the December and January period Sydney received twice
the normal rainfall which also contributed to extensive grass growth. Nevertheless, the
new provider for the lawn mowing has commenced and normal servicing resumed.

8. BRADLEY®S BEACH
. Storm conditions created a small scarp at Bradleys Beach — this was a natural coastal
process associated with the adverse weather.
